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Commenting on Documents that are under review

One of the primary goals of the Open Policy Resource Center (OPRC) is the efficient review and commenting on policy documents. The OPRC can capture the ideas, thoughts, and issues of a policy document without having to make detailed editing changes to a Word document.
When using the OPRC for commenting on documents, the user will be presented with an Adobe Flash representation of the document.
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At the top of the screen is a toolbar with various controls that you can use to navigate and create in-line comments for the documents.
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On the left side of the toolbar - the Open Hand – is an Icon that allows you to scroll through the document by clicking and holding while moving the mouse.  The Wrench is a text select tool.  The Sliding Button with the minus sign on the left and the plus sign to the right allows you to set the Zoom Level for viewing the document.  The White Box outline with the Arrow in the upper right corner lets you go to Full Page viewing.

In the center of the toolbar is a Page Number Display which shows the page number that you are viewing and how many total pages are in the document.  The arrows on the right and left of the Page Number Display let you navigate between pages.

On the right side of the toolbar there is a Search Box that will take any string of characters and search through the entire document.  When it finds those characters – it will display them on the screen highlighted in yellow.  The Left and Right Arrows to the right of the Search Box lets you click forward or back between all of the search characters that were found.  The next Icon to the right is the one that is selected to make an in-line comment.  
By clicking there once you can then click anywhere in the document to make a comment at that spot.  The last Icon on the right allows you to turn all of the in-line comments on or off.  You can also call up a specific comment and make a Reply to that comment.  A small micro blog exchange can take place in this window.
For more extensive remarks you can go to the previous page – up one level – and start a discussion.  The tools on this level will allow you more text and the ability to make and attachment to your comment. 
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In addition to viewing the in-line comments on the actual document image, you can scroll down below the document image and look at the inline comments.  In this format the inline comments can be sorted by Newest, Oldest or Page number.
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In addition to inline comments, there is a tab to the left of the inline comments tab – for regular comments.  These comments can be for any aspect of the document being reviewed – or a new issue if applicable.
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If this comment area is not big enough, the user can go back up one level in the space to their Policy Development Center and start a discussion or ask a question.  This option would be more flexible for those issues that require a great deal of discussion or the ability to attach files for that discussion.

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GSA Electric Vehicle Charging - Interim Policy

1) Purpose. To establish policy on the use of Electric Vehicle Supply Equipment
(EVSE) at General Services Administration (GSA) owned and leased facilities and
provides clear guidance on their use.

2) Background.

a) Federal Agencies are mandated by the ‘Energy Policy Act (EPACt) of 2005,
Executive Order 13423, the ‘Energy Independencéand Security Act (EISA) of
2007, and Executive Order 13514 ‘Federal Leadership in Environmental,
Energy, and Economic Performance’ to pujehiase alterative fuel vehicles,
increase consumption of alternative fuels, reduce pefigleum consumption, and
reduce scope three greenhouse gas (GHE) emissions. GSA sees Electric
Vehicles (EVs) and Plug-in Hybrid Eleetric Vehicles (PHEVS) as a viable vehicle
type that wil help Federal fleets meet these goals. Additional benefits to using
EVs and PHEV include promoting a sustainablé image for GSA to Federal
agencies and demonstrate government modeling of sustainable behavior to the
public.

b) While GSA remains fuel neutralin its offérings, eleefiicity offers a significant
opportunity to et the mandated fuel and vehicle goals in the Administration's
policy. Priortoyear 2010, GSA hashad Low Speed Electric Vehicles (LSEVs) in
GSA's motor vehicle fleet for a couple of years. In FY 2010 GSA included the
first three battery EV's (alllarge cargo vansftrucks) in GSA's motor fleet offerings.

©) PlligHin electiie vehicles are changifig the felationship between buildings and
vehicles. Historically, parking vehicles at GSA faciliies have been a passive
relationship. The electric vehiicle is now shifting that passive relationship to an
active one where eleglic vehicles are reliant on buildings to provide electricity as
a transpotation fuel.

d) GAO Decision tegarding a request from the Architect of the Capitol dated
September 15, 2010 - excerpt - “We are not aware of any current authority, nor
has AOC cited any, that would allow AOG to use appropriations to install and
operate recharging stations for the personal benefit of employees or Members.
Also, we are ot aware of any authority that would allow AOC to install
recharging stations and recover its costs of installation and operation from
federal employees and others who might utilize them. We have consistently held
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EV’s and PHEVs and low speed electric vehicles.

d) Charging stations shall be used to charge flect vehicles that are owned or leased
by the Federal Government and shafinot be used by employees, contractors, or
visitors that own or lease EV's.

Definition

) Low Speed Electric Vehicle (LSEV): A vehicle that uses an electric motor
power by electricity stored in  battery pack. The battery pack is charged by an
external battery source. Low-speed vehicles speed that are limited to 20-25 mph
are designed to meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard 500 and can be

driven on community streets when meeting certain safety criteria established by
the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Most LSEVs on the market
today are connected to the power source via a standard NEMA 5-10R outlet
connetor.
